To the Members of the Senate Budget and Fiscal Review Committee:

Senate Bill 1067 contains $2 million for 18 staff positions at the CA Dept of Food and Agriculture to "provide support staffing and logistical support for the Light Brown Apple Moth Eradication Program."   I am writing to request that the $2 million be removed from the budget as the LBAM program poses a public health threat, is in violation of the California Environmental Quality Act as judges in Monterey and Santa Cruz counties have already ruled, and is not necessary as the moth has done no damage in California nor does it cause damage in the other countries where it is established.
