How will you protect the biologically sensitive (e.g. asthmatics, babies, nursing mothers, pregnant woman, the immunocompromised, and elderly) from adverse effects from your spray.

We have concerns that the methodologies being used to identify LBAM may not be specific enough to differentiate true LBAM from other closely related native tortricids. Please provide the substantiation that the DNA methodologies you are using to identify the LBAM from native moths is sufficient for making that determination.

The public needs definitive and corroborated information regarding the cause of death of the birds that were temporally associated with the spray?

The public requires an independent analysis of the foam and why that occurred immediately after the spray-rain?

The public requires a full and independent testing of all of the entire products (including "inerts") that are approved for use?

The public requires a full and independent EIR before commencing any part of the program?

What concentrations of permethrin will be deposited in our yards and gardens if it rains?

What concentrations of permethrin will run to the Bay and what will be the impact? Please provide the evidence of safety.

Permethrin is extremely toxic to cats. How will you protect our pets and wildlife from being harmed by your applications in private yards and public parks?

How much permethrin will our animals, especially cats, be exposed to after it rains?

Permethrin is extremely toxic to honey bees. How will you protect beneficial insects from being harmed by your applications in private yards and public parks?

Permethrin is potentially toxic to monarch butterflys; how will you protect the monarchs from being negatively affected?

How are you protecting water, plant, human, and aquatic systems from the highly toxic chlorpyriphos that must be used by wholesale nurseries to control LBAM?

Will the EIR be done by an independent body or will CDFA employees be conducting the EIR?

Who specifically will be doing the EIR and any other environmental risk assessment as part of the EIR?

Are the wasps that are to be released the exact same genus, species, and varieties as those that are native to California?


We have grave concern regarding the release of the enormous numbers of wasps CDFA plans on releasing and the potential to negatively affect the normal ecosystems of the area. What assurances can you give that the release of wasps will not be detrimental to the native ecosystems?

We believe that field studies need to be done regarding the affects of potential native predators against LBAM larvae to determine what level of parasitism will be expected without the use of pesticides.

We believe intercropping studies need to be done to show if such practices will draw beneficial predators into standard monocultures and reduce the need for pesticided treatments.

The public needs all available LBAM trapping data from 2005 to the present date. 

How will CDFA know when a shift may have to take place from eradication to integrated pest management?

Please provide the evidence that suggests LBAM will destroy hundreds of millions in crops.

Please provide the complete evidence that allows you to conclude that LBAM will destroy native trees.

Please provide the complete evidence that shows that all of the pesticide solutions that have been approved for use in this program have been shown to be safe as they are intended to be used.

Please provide all communications regarding the correspondences and communications between the Technical Working Group and CDFA and Technical Working Group and USDA.

Please provide the evidence that shows that the inert ingredients in the solutions being used will not contribute to red tide or be toxic to marine life and aquatic ecology (e.g. urea, sodium phosphate, 1,2-benzisothiazolin-3-one). 

Please disclose any hormonal disruptors that will be in any of the formula that are approved for use.

The public requires for all ingredients in any solution to be used in this program to be fully disclosed or SUCH A PRODUCT MUST NOT BE APPROVED FOR USE IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS.
