'SUPPORTING THE DEPARTMENT OF FOOD AND AGRICULTURE,
AND THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE
N ERADICATING THE LIGHT BROWN APPLE MOTH (LBAM)

WHEREAS, the presence of the light brown spplc moth (LBAM), which s originally
from Australa, has no natural predators in the United States and has carreatly becn confirmed in
12 counties, which include Alameds, Contra Costa, Los Angelos, Marin, Monterey, Napa, San
Francisco, San Luis Obispo, San Mateo, Santa Clars, Santa Cruz, and Solano, since its discovery
in California by the Depariment of Food and Agriculture and the United States Department of
Agriculture in March 2007; and.

WHEREAS, the introduction of the LBAM represents & danger to California's Central
Valley’s natural environment and could cause billions in crop damage and lost agriculture work
for our citizens; and.

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Agriculture and Califomia Department of
Food and Agricultire have been working diligently 1o sclcct the best organic pheromone, a
substance that can be used safely o disrupt the mating of the LBAM, to eradicate the post in
order to reduce the use of other more hammful types of pesticides o rid our statc of the LBAM;
and

WHEREAS, more than 16,000 LBAMs were found in the Bay Area and most of theso
moths were found in Monterey and Santa Cr. Counties proving a direet threat to our central
valley; and

WHEREAS,socordin (o the Departnent of Food snd Agiulure, sral pryingfor the
LBAM is needed in 10 Bay Area counties t0 rid our state of this invasive pest;

WHEREAS, afer acrial spraying for the LBAM in Monterey and Santa Cruz Countics
last year, and that sccording to studics done by the Califomia Department of Public Health and
the Office of Environment Health and Human Services, no health claims have been found to bo
direetly lnked to the acrial application of this pheromone; and

WHEREAS, the Central Valley is the fiuit basket of the workd and we will not stand to

have our livelihood and food supply threatened by an eradicable pest.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Recdley
that we suppart the Department of Food and Agriculture and the United States Department of
Agriculture i their cffort to eradicate this dangerous and harmful pest that threatens the
environment and our agricultural industry, including the use of acrial applications, if needed.
